Ask for money for a prize that they insist you “won”
Want to send a courier for your check

Claim the company you “won” from is out of business, but they have your prize ...
for a fee

Tell you that they are Investigators, and - for a fee — will recover money you lost
in a previous scam

Urge you to act now because their offer won't wait,

Claim there is no time to send anything in writing

Guarantee that their proposed investment will work

NEVER buy over the phone from a stranger
NEVER buy on impulse ... ALL offers can wait

Stay Mentally Alert and Answer by saying:
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"Take me off your Sucker List and put me on your Do Not Call List.

Then Hang Up ... and Immediately report the call to:

= Your Local Law Enforcement Agency
= Your State Attorney General’s office

Don’t be polite to a CRIMIMAL'!
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
